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There is a list of basic life
skills all parents instinctively
know they must teach their
children to keep them safe
and healthy. It includes habits
like looking both ways before
you cross the street, washing
your hands with soap and
water and eating the right
amount of fruits and vegeta-
bles every day.

For too many parents,
safety in and around water is
not on the list; and that’s
something we need to
change.

Fatal drowning is the sec-
ond-leading cause of uninten-
tional injury-related death for
children ages one to 14 years
old. In 2013, 60 children
between ages zero to five
died in California due to
drowning. What’s more, for
every child who dies, another
five receive emergency
department care for nonfatal
submersion injuries, which
can result in life-long disabil-
ities.

The YMCA introduced the concept of group swim lessons in 1909. Now, each year
in 2,200 pools across the country, the Y teaches more than a million children from all
backgrounds invaluable water safety and swim skills. Here in Burbank, the Y teaches
over 1,500 children water safety and swimming each year, so they know what to do if
they find themselves in the water unexpectedly, a situation every child should be
equipped to handle.

The Burbank Community YMCA is committed to reducing water-related injuries in
our town. Swim lessons are offered year-round at the Y, but summer is a popular time
to start. Children as young as three can begin learning how to respond if they find them-
selves in unexpected water situations -- from how to reach the water’s surface if they
submerge to safely reaching a pool’s edge or exiting any body of water. The Y also
offers financial assistance to Family Members who qualify, so that children have access
to these life-saving skills regardless of income.

If you know how to stay safe in and around water, swimming can be a lifelong
source of fun and exercise. Instead of keeping your children away from water, help
them learn fundamental water safety skills by enrolling them in lessons.

Audrey joins this year’s
Construction Chairman, Jon Reeves, and
Design Chairman, Bob Ford, to complete
the “Key Three” folks that, we hope, will
bring in another prize-winner for Burbank
with our 2017 entry “Home Tweet Home.”

The Decorations clock has already been
ticking for some time, even before Audrey
stepped in!  By July, the Decoration Team
should have finished the color selections for
all the characters and elements for the float.
They can’t use the full box of crayons

because some of the crayon colors can’t be
achieved using natural, undyed floral mate-
rials!  An electronic version of the final col-
ored picture will be submitted to
Tournament for inclusion in their parade
program.  The Deco Team will also con-
tribute to a written description of our float
theme, animations, types and quantities of
flowers, especially the roses!  It’s all due at
the end of the month.

After finalizing the colors and figuring
how many of which flowers are needed, as
in last month’s lesson, we need to order
some flowers … lots and lots of flowers!  Its
best to get the orders in early since almost
everything is grown specifically for us (and
the other float builders) and prices will only
increase later.  Red florals are also popular
at Christmas time so we will likely have
even more competition with the growers!

As for Construction, the chassis
has been out for its annual mainte-
nance work by BWP mechanics.
This year, our formal Mechanical
Inspection by Tournament officials
was done in late June, before we
begin building the float structure.
The idea is to give Tournament

mechanics better access to the engines, trans-
mission, hydraulic lines, etc.  Our first formal
Test Drive is still scheduled for early October.

Our Historian has been busy lately
tracking down photos and memorabilia of
Burbank floats from years past.  Visits to
Tournament House in Pasadena have yield-
ed some pictures, but we still have many
gaps!  Even in the 70’s and 80’s!  I think we
can fill some of those gaps with your help!
Ask your parents, grandparents, even great-
grandparents if they have some old pictures
stashed in a shoebox.  You might even dis-
cover a picture of yourself, next to one of
our floats or helping to build one of our
floats!

If you can part with the original, Great!
We would love to have it!  Otherwise, we
can scan your negatives, slides or prints so
you can keep them, while we add to our col-
lection!  We’ve been in the Rose Parade
since 1914 so there’s bound to be some real
treasures out there!  Contact us on our web-
site or send a Facebook message!
